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On 28 September 2000 a cocktail func­
tion was held at 100 Main Street, 
Johannesburg in honour of the first 
recipient of the Pius Langa Scholar­
ship. Mzamo Nobatana, the first Pius 
Langa scholar, was flown to Johannes­
burg as guest of Nedcor, and several 
dignatories including judges and well­
known lawyers attended the function.

One of the GCB's initiatives in its 
transformation process is the endeavour 
to provide financial assistance in the 
form of bursaries to deserving candi­
dates during their period of pupillage.
